Is it time to renew your driver’s license or car tag? Maybe you have renewed a 
streaming service or magazine subscription. We have to renew these things 
from time to time. While we may be able to forget about them for a bit, know-
ing they’ll last for a while, eventually, they need our attention. 

 

We also need renewal in our lives. Merriam-Webster describes “renew” as “to 
make like new; restore to freshness.” Doesn’t that sound good? We all get 
tired, discouraged, and frustrated at times. That project we started with such 
enthusiasm takes longer than we realized. That relationship we decided to 
work on requires more energy than we planned. That goal we’re trying to 
reach still seems distant. We don’t want to give up, don’t want to quit. We’re 
just so tired. How can we find renewal? 

 

This year our theme for Vacation Bible School is “Renew.” We’ll focus on 
creation care, challenging participants to think globally and act locally every 
day. The writers of our VBS curriculum hope to inspire us to “grow in faith, 
have fun, and change the world as we practice stewardship of creation.” 

 

I wonder if we might think about renewal in our own lives as a form of stew-
ardship. We often talk about stewardship in terms of money and giving, spe-
cifically to the church. Stewardship is about management of something en-
trusted to us, taking good care, being responsible. Each of us is entrusted with 
what Mary Oliver calls our “one wild and precious life.” How will we steward 
our lives? 

 

Part of careful stewardship is taking time for renewal. It includes those small 
moments that are life-giving and good: rest, meaningful conversation with a 
friend, gardening, reading a good book, going for a walk, worshiping together, 
appreciating the beauty of creation, etc. It is also ongoing and slow work: 
stopping to grieve and realizing we need time to heal, learning to accept help 
from others, discerning what is life-giving and what is life-draining.  

 

May we find renewal individually and collectively as we journey together.

Ad Hoc Committee Update for  
Worship & Gatherings 

 

As pandemic conditions continue to improve, the Ad 
Hoc Committee for Worship & Gatherings, along with 
the Deacons, have approved additional changes to the 
safety guidelines.  
 

1. Congregational singing has resumed. 

2. The sign-up process for attending worship has been 
eliminated. 

3. Attendance for gatherings in the Coleman Fellow-
ship Hall has been increased from 25 to 50, and 
food and drink are now allowed. Groups should 
contact the church office to confirm availability and 
schedule gatherings at least 48 hours in advance. 

 

Live streaming will continue to be an option for wor-
ship. 
 

In returning to in-person Sunday School, the committee 
needed to consider the interruption of the Nominating 
Committee's work last year. Since some classes do not 
currently have Sunday School leaders, the committee 
felt the return to Sunday School should occur on August 
8. 
 

We will meet again in June to review additional modifi-
cations as necessary. We appreciate the congregation's 
continued patience, prayer, and support as we look for-
ward to the next phase of returning to worship and gath-
erings at the church!

The 

parking lot is leased from 8:00-5:30 p.m. during the 

week. There are signs posted, and the city does issue tick-

ets. The church office is unable to negotiate with the city 

for tickets issued to church members. Remember to park 

in the Gay Street parking lot during the week. If a church 

member has a handicapped sticker, he or she can park in 

the handicap spots in the College Street parking lot dur-

ing the week. Also, the city vacates the lot when we have 

funerals, so it is available for general parking during 

those services.
